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Founded in 1909, and sitting on the outskirts of lower Montgomery County, the Hospital has a rich history of 

providing treatment services in a welcoming, serene campus environment. As one of the first hospitals in the 

country specializing in the treatment of alcoholism, and later, drug addiction, Eagleville Hospital now treats 

more than 4,300 persons each year who seek a safe haven for sobriety and recovery.  Through a renewed rela-

tionship with Montgomery County Office of Behavioral Health and with the support of the Office of Mental 

Health and Substance Abuse Services we continue our efforts in developing as a Co-Occurring Center of Ex-

cellence.  Our plans call for further expansion of co-occurring treatment services on our campus.  Our staff is 

involved in efforts by the Pennsylvania Drug and Alcohol Coalition, and both the Delaware County and Mont-

gomery County Integrated Dual Diagnosis Work Groups to improve the quality of care for individuals with co-

occurring disorders in the southeastern region of Pennsylvania. 

We continue to invest in our physical plant, staffing resources, and the quality of our programming to ensure our 

ability to serve the individuals requiring our care. Alfred Salvitti, our new Chief Financial Officer, leads the effort 

to assure that we achieve financial efficiency and stability.  We were one of the first behavioral health treatment 

providers in Pennsylvania to implement an Electronic Medical Record (EMR).   We are pleased that we are 

embarking on implementation of a second generation EMR.  Our new system will allow for a paperless record 

including E-prescribing. 

We revised our treatment planning process to be more patient centered, consistent with the movement toward 

a Recovery Oriented System of Care. We met our goal of expanding our Psychiatric Services through the addi-

tion of 3 new psychiatrists.  Dr. Gary Saget, our Medical Director of Detoxification Services continues as the 

Eagleville Hospital supervisor for participants in the Physician Assistant Program at Drexel University. 

In spite of difficult economic times, we preserve our capability to offer a full range of hospital and non-hospital 

level treatment programs for individuals with complex substance use, mental health and medical problems.  An 

unfortunate result of these difficult times is seen through the significant number of individuals seeking our care.  

We have experienced increased occupancy in our programs and at times, lengthy waiting lists. 

There are many supporters who should be recognized for the continued success of Eagleville. On behalf of our 

Board of Directors, I want to thank all friends of Eagleville - those who serve on our Board, our staff, agencies in 

our local community, and those who support the Hospital through referral from outlying counties. With your con-

tinued support, the coming year will bring new opportunities to continue our tradition of excellence and provision 

of high quality care.

Eaglevilleôs geriatric psychiatry program provides a se-

cure, caring setting for the elderly suffering from depres-

sion, anxiety and memory loss. 

Residential Treatment  

These programs allow us to treat people who require spe-

cialized detoxification, and those suffering from serious 

medical and mental health problems in addition to their 

substance use disorders. 

Patients who do not require hospital level care are treated 

in one of Eaglevilleôs non-hospital programs. These in-

clude a detoxification unit, a short -term program, a wom-

enôs unit, a specialized unit for men involved with the 

criminal justice system and a co-occurring disorders pro-

gram.

-site Hospital Conference Center. Designed for clinicians 

in the substance use and mental health fields, many of 

the sessions fulfill regulatory mandates. 

Topics offered in 2010 include: Co-Occurring Training 

Series, Managing Character Defenses from a Recovery 

and Trauma Informed Perspective, Applications of Cog-

nitive -Behavioral Group Therapy, Motivational Inter-

viewing, Overview of Personality Disorders, Ethics for 

Behavioral Health, and Psychopharmacology.
